VISITING SCHOOLS - FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

e What is Mary Cairncross Scenic Reserve? It is a Sanctuary of subtropical
rainforest and the most significant remnant of the vine forest which once
covered the Blackall Range. At the edge of this vine forest is a Public
recreation reserve, also managed by Caloundra City Council, bringing the
total area to 52 hectares.

e What are the opening hours? The vine forest is open to individuals or
families during daylight hours through a side gate. The Education Centre
which assists all visitors is open between 9am and 5pm (September to May)
and 10am to 4pm (June to August).

e What are the costs? Students and staff are asked to make a donation to
finance our Conservation projects.
